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The Timothy Fund 
      It was the privilege of the Trustees of Central Christian Church to re-
cently approve monies from the Timothy Fund to Michael Schreiner.  You 

will see a note of his appreciation following.  Here is the historical information concerning 
the establishment of this important fund. 
     The Ministerial Educational Scholarship fund or Timothy Fund was established with 
money initially given by Harry Helwig.  Harry, and his wife, Lois, were members of Cen-
tral Christian Church, joining the congregation in 1968.  Harry passed away in December 
of 1984, while Lois passed away 8 years earlier in January of 1976.  Harry and Lois’ 
daughter, Joann Bergmann, continues to be a very active member of Central Christian 
Church.  She remembers her Dad’s desire to establish a fund that would support stu-
dents in their studies to become ministers.  Joann told me that her parents always 
wanted to become missionaries, but were unable to because of her mother’s poor 
health.  This fund was a way to support others to live out their dream and, to support the 
church that they loved.  If you also have a passion to support the development of future 
church leaders by giving to this fund, or if you would like more information, please feel 
free to talk to Pastor Donna or any of the Trustees. 
     Michael Schreiner will be attending Palm Beach Atlantic University in the fall with a 
major in Biblical Studies and Theology.  Michael is planning on continuing his studies 
with a goal of eventually receiving a Master’s of Divinity degree.  Michael and his family 
joined Central Christian Church in 1998.
